B. Describe how you see the person’s life better due to your kindness; 
C. Describe how the person’s life could be worse or different had you not 

performed this act of kindness; 

D. Elaborate upon how you feel, personally, after demonstrating this kindness.

Counseling department, please number essay and application with 
identical numbers allowing no personal information about applicant to be disclosed to 
Charity. 
 
Entries will be graded on a 100 point system, with the follow weighted categories: 
 

1: Was the kind act performed intentionally for a person unknown   40 points 
to the applicant, after October 1st, 2009 
(helping a group or organized effort will not secure as many  
Points as your random act of kindness for a particular individual )     

 2: Did the applicant go out of their way to perform this act   20 points
 3: Did the applicant demonstrate in their essay, their understanding of 20 points 

the concept  of Paying it Forward.          
 4: How well was the essay written and the thoughts of the author   20 points
